Strategies for Success

= Perform chlamydia screening every year on every 16 to 24-year-old female identified as sexually active (use
any visit opportunity).

Add chlamydia screening as a standard lab for women 16 to 24 years old. Use adolescent well-care exams and
well woman exams for this purpose

Remember that chlamydia screening can be performed through a urine test. Offer this option for
your patients.

Incorporate sexual history into the History and Physical documentation in EMR.

For any visit where oral contraceptive, sexually transmitted diseases (STD) or urinary symptoms are
discussed, a Chlamydia screening should occur.
